INTRODUCTION

In view of the oustanding success of the 1973 Rail
Fans Festival Tour of the Tasmanian Railways System,
the Australian Railway Historical Society, Tasmanian
Division, is again proud to be combining with the
Tasmanian Government Railways and Ansett Air-
lines of Australia to present the 1974 Rail Fans
Festival Tour.
